The Cryptogram

This issue | want to introduce you to a different type of
English puzzle called a Cryptogram. Cryptograms are often
published in U.S. newspapers and are usually made from
quotes by famous people. | used to enjoy solving them when
I 'was a student.

Cryptograms are a little more difficult to solve than other
puzzles and they take a lot of brainwork. | have been using
them in my classes at Miyota junior high and after the
students understand how to solve them; they really enjoy the
challenge. So now | will teach you about cryptograms and
how to solve them.

Cryptograms are made by substituting one letter of the
alphabet for another letter. To solve a cryptogram you have
to find what the ‘real’ letter is for each letter in the puzzle.
(e.g. L=A, J=D) One way to start solving a cryptogram is
looking for a pattern, for example: 1-letter or 3-letter words,
repeated letters, punctuations and so on. Below is your first
cryptogram. | have already given you 5 letters in the cipher!
Read the 8 tips below it for more advice. (The longer the
cryptogram the easier they are to solve.) This is a quote by
Sasaki Sadako. She died from radiation poisoning after the
bombing of Hiroshima in 1945. Let's remember her words.

Here are 8 tips to help you solve my cryptograms using basic
English grammar rules..

1) 1-letter words can only be "A" or "I".

2) A Common 3-letter word is "THE" and "THE" contains
the word "HE".

3) If there is an apostrophe in the word, then the word is
either a negative verb (can't, don't, isn't) or a
possessive noun (Mike's pen, Emi's friend, Dog's tail).
So the letter after the apostrophe can only be a "T" or
an "S".

4) If there is a question mark at the end of the sentence
then the first word is either: WHO, WHAT, WHEN,
WHERE, WHY or HOW

5) In a 2-letter word one letter must be vowel (a, i, u, e,

0).

6) Some word patterns are easy to guess: "X _ _ X" is
either THAT or ELSE and "_ _ X _ X" is either THERE
or WHERE.

7) This pattern, "X'Y" implies, I'M or I'D.
8) Sometimes you just have to guess!
