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Paul:Have you met the new transfer student from
Tokyo, yet?

Yuka:Yeah, | came across him on the way to class. |
dropped my folder in the hallway and he helped
me pick up all of the papers that fell out.

Paul:Yeah, he comes across as a good student.

Yuka:Maybe, but he smiled at me when | said, Thank
you’. | hope my gratefulness didn't come across
as flirting!

Paul:Hmpf! Don't be so proud of yourself.

Paul - Yuka:Ahahahaha.

The conversation uses the phrasal verb: ‘come across'.
Phrasal verbs are used often in English. Phrasal verbs
are two words with unrelated meanings, but have a
unigue meaning when used together.

Here are some other examples:

“Yumi takes after her mom.” [take after]

‘I am going to take out the trash tomorrow morning.”
[take out]

“It' s nice to see a cat and a dog get along so well
together.” [get along]
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
